1. ONLINE EVENTS MEETING
A meeting to discuss collective learning and development for event organisers to know things like who can put up posters/korex boards, where they can be displayed, in what format if digital, and requirements for Event Safety Advisory Group at Monmouthshire County Council, how to deal with licencing and temporary traffic regulation orders, plus any additional tips from South Wales Fire and Rescue and Gwent Police, has been held by Cllr Nicholson and the Principal Officer with Chris Jones from the Nevill Street Traders Group. A working draft of what this toolkit will look like and how to present it to community groups and event organisers is being worked on. Another meeting is being proposed in May to bring organisers together to discuss the document, and look at any specialist input that may be required.  Next meeting date and time to be arranged as soon as possible. 

2. D-DAY 80TH ANNIVERSARY COMMEMORATIVE EVENT 6TH JUNE 2024
Running order for the day so far is as follows:
8am – Town Crier (TBC) to read out the proclamation (venue TBC)
11am – Wreath laying service with minute silence at the War Memorial on Frogmore Street; short road closure request submitted, to be managed by Town Team and Principal Officer from Baker Street.
12pm – 5pm: Set up hall for event (people who can lift and shift needed for this part of the day) including dressing front of the hall as an air raid shelter. 
5pm – 9:30pm: D-Day Anniversary Commemoration Event to be hosted in the Marlet Hall. Street food vendors will set up in the Square and outside on the top level of Brewery Yard. Main hall will have a stage area with tables and chairs set around it. 
5pm – 6pm: Presentation by History Students at KHS – interviews with Monmouthshire Hub Veterans, with assistance from MonLife Curator Karin Molsom.
6pm – 6:45pm: BM Jazz Kats preforming American Swing on stage
6:45pm – 7pm: Clear stage
7pm – 9pm: Entertainment by A4B combining local am-dram with music form the Borough Band.
9pm – 9:30pm: Move outside to Cross Street, for reading to commemorate the D-Day anniversary, read by cadets, veterans, and community members. Minute silence, Last Post played by Borough Band, and lighting of the ‘beacon’ (clock tower) as the national initiative known as the Lamp Light of Peace. 
Road closure  request for Cross Street for 8:45pm – 9:45pm submitted, to be controlled by Principal Officer and stewards.
9:30pm – 11pm: Turn hall around for Friday market (8 people who are able to lift and shift tables are required for this in order for hall to be laid out ready for traders Friday morning).
Posters are bieg designed to advertise the event, these will be printed and circulated, displayed in the A-boards outside the hall, in the display board, and online via social media outlets. The Chronicle will have a full page leading up to the event showcasing what is planned. 
MonLife will attend the market on 4th June showing artefacts from the time, and Royal British Legion will have a table to advertise the event.
